With the rising level of risks, there is an urgent need to raise awareness and
highlight the rights of vulnerable communities who bear the brunt of this phenomenon.
Although Iraq is considered one of the countries most affected by climate change, the
causes of the crisis are not limited to environmental factors alone, but are also linked to
domestic and regional policies related to water and natural resources. Hence, the
conference affirms that climate justice is an integral part of human rights and social
justice.

Conference Message

The conference seeks to provide a parallel approach to official narratives by focusing on the
voices of vulnerable communities and the reality of the direct impact of climate change on
their civil, social, and environmental rights. It also seeks to spark an in-depth discussion
about the role required to ensure climate justice as a right guaranteed to all.
